Summary Paragraph
John Lynch School is located on the City of Detroit’s east side, about five miles north and slightly east of downtown.  It occupies almost all of a deep, narrow block bounded by Van Dyke Avenue, Palmetto Street, Eldon Street, and the Forest Lawn Cemetery.  The school building faces east onto Van Dyke Avenue, although a small church building, also facing east onto Van Dyke Avenue, has since been erected between the school building and the street.  It features two stories, a high, fenestrated basement, and a hip roof, and occupies a rectangular footprint.  The building, constructed in 1914, includes Arts and Crafts-inspired details such as diamond-patterned decorative tilework and a central, shed-roofed dormer.  Due to the site’s narrow width, subsequent additions to the building, constructed in 1921 and 1974, were consecutively located directly behind the building’s existing portion.

Narrative Description 

John Lynch School sits about 200 feet back from Van Dyke Avenue, behind an open space that is now an asphalt parking lot.  The original, 1914 portion of the building occupies a relatively small, rectangular footprint, measuring about eighty feet wide and seventy feet deep.  It is a two story structure on a high, fenestrated basement, topped with a hip roof.  The building is faced with stretcher bond brickwork in a dark brown color.  The building's windows have been secured by boards and are not visible. 


Centered on the facade is the building front entranceway, surrounded by a Classical pediment constructed of wood and supported by square brick pilasters.  A transom with central and two side lights surmounts a double doorway.  The building's entrance is flanked by a bay of four, evenly-spaced windows on each floor.  The space between each first floor window sill and a stone belt course below is highlighted by a horizontal band of vertically-arranged brickwork.  On the second floor, each bay of windows is flanked by a decorative feature consisting of three green diamond-shaped tiles set within a rectangular panel of a light-colored stone or stucco material.  Highlighting the space between each individual window is a small, rectangular stone medallion.  On the building's narrower north and south elevations, this arrangement is repeated, but with fewer windows.  Shallow, projecting entranceways with recessed, segmental-arched doorways are faced with red brick; their contrasting color stands out and suggests a later alteration to the building, perhaps contemporary to its 1921 addition.  The side doorways are also set within quoined stone surrounds. 
The building's roof features a shed roof dormer on each elevation, each bearing three four-pane wood windows.  Topping the building is a central brick chimney.

The building's 1921 addition is a red brick, two story, flat-roofed structure.  Its stone quoins and belt courses hint at the Collegiate Gothic style, but it is otherwise unadorned.  The building’s 1974 addition consists of a single story with a flat roof.  Its walls of red, common bond brickwork are sparsely fenestrated.

John Lynch School is locally significant under National Register Criterion A as an extant example of a Detroit school building acquired during the annexation of part of Hamtramck Township in 1917.  The subsequent growth of this area is indicated by a 1921 addition to the building constructed by the Detroit Board of Education.  Lynch School is also locally significant under National Register Criterion C as an example of an Arts and Crafts school building.  Its relatively small scale, befitting a building designed to serve an area that was still sparse in population, contrasts sharply with the grander Arts and Crafts-influenced school buildings that were being built in the City of Detroit at that time, such as Crossman School (1913), Thirkell School (1914), and Carstens School (1915).
________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________
Narrative Statement of Significance  (provide at least one paragraph for each area of significance)  
Named after Hamtramck Township Treasurer John Lynch, this building originally contained eight classrooms.  It was constructed in 1914, and was annexed by Detroit from the Hamtramck school district in 1917.  The building was expanded in 1921 with an addition containing six more rooms, along with a kindergarten.  
In the 1930s, Lynch School was organized into a sixteen-section platoon, serving about 650 children in kindergarten through the sixth grade.  Two portable classroom buildings were erected on the site in 1928 and used through the 1930s, but were destroyed by fire in the 1940s.  By this time, enrollment was in a state of gradual decline, and thus these portable buildings were not replaced.  Into the 1960s, the student body at this school included a large number of Polish-American students.
