Summary Paragraph
William T. Sampson School is sited on Detroit’s near west side, its building and playfield occupying the northern half of a block bounded by Begole Avenue, Cobb Place, Van Court Street, and Milford Avenue, about four miles northwest of downtown.  The building is currently vacant, as are a number of the houses and lots in the surrounding neighborhood, but appears to be in good condition and retains a high degree of historic integrity.  The building was constructed in 1912, bearing a flat roof and bright red brick, and featuring stone arched entrance portals, buttresses, and other Late Gothic Revival architectural features.  Additions to the north and west of the building, erected in 1921, resemble the original building in architectural detail.  These additions resulted in a final, L-shaped plan, although the building originally occupied an approximately rectangular footprint.
________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________
Narrative Description 

The William T. Sampson School building occupies the southeastern portion of its parcel.  Directly to the south of the building is a small, asphalt parking lot.  To the north of the building is an open playfield.  The building sits behind a relatively shallow lawn, and is oriented with its primary façade on Begole Avenue to the east.  

The building’s original, 1912 section has a symmetrical façade, and is discernible from its later additions by the slightly lighter red color of its stretcher bond brickwork.  It is two stories tall with a flat roof and high, fenestrated basement.  A stone belt course wraps around the building just above the basement level.  A cornice wraps around the top of the building, doubling as a lintel course for the building’s second story windows.  This is surmounted by a parapet wall with stone coping, bearing crenellations and stone quoins above the building’s paired entrance pavilions. Centered on the façade, at the level of the parapet wall, is a blank, rectangular stone panel.  The building’s doors and windows are not visible, having been covered by protective steel panels.

The façade is aesthetically divided into six bays.  At the center of the façade are two bays of windows.  These are flanked by the building’s two entrance pavilions, which are in turn flanked by two more bays of windows.  Each portal contains a stone, gothic-arched entrance portal, into which the building’s doorways are recessed and raised atop several stone steps.  The base of each pavilion is clad in stone, and extending upwards along the sides of each pavilion are a pair of  brick and stone buttresses, about one story in height.  The entrance portals are topped with horizontal stone courses, and feature a projecting pair of finial-like details.  They are each surmounted by a tall window that lights an interior stairwell.  Each of the façade’s window bays is further subdivided into four individual windows on each floor, separated by brick piers and highlighted by stone sills.

1921 additions extend the building’s footprint to the north and south.  These additions match the building’s original section in architectural detail, but can be distinguished by a slightly darker brick color.

William T. Sampson School is locally significant under National Register Criterion C due to its Late Gothic Revival styling and its flat roof.  It is the earliest extant, and possibly the first, Detroit school building to possess these attributes.  
________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________
Narrative Statement of Significance (provide at least one paragraph for each area of significance)  
The William T. Sampson School site was purchased by the Detroit Board of Education in 1911 to fulfill demand for a new school in a growing part of the city.  The land cost $7,000, and in 1912 construction began on a school building at a cost of $72,000.  The school was completed and opened in that same year, serving an initial population of about 500 children. The school’s namesake, William T. Sampson (1840-1902), served in the United States Navy during the Civil War, and had attained the rank of Rear Admiral by the time of the Spanish-American War.  He is known for his role in the Battle of Santiago de Cuba.

Sampson School is, both structurally and stylistically, a departure from other Detroit school buildings that preceded it.  Its Late Gothic Revival design comes, like all other Detroit schools of the era, from the architectural firm of Malcomson & Higginbotham.  It is the earliest extant example of a Detroit school building in this style, which was later used in the somewhat more ambitious Miller School (1919) and Cooper School (1920).  The design of Sampson School was a forerunner to the more monumental, Collegiate Gothic school buildings, almost all by Malcomson & Higginbotham, that became the norm in the mid-1920s.  This style reached its peak with Durfee School (1923) and Central High School (1925), two adjancent school buildings which are together (along with the Roosevelt School, since demolished) known as the Roosevelt Group.

Malcomson & Higginbotham’s design for Sampson School is also noteworthy for its early adoption of the flat roof.  This innovation reflected an increased concern with issues of cost, wall thickness, and most importantly, fire safety in the early 1910s.  Detroit school buildings prior to Sampson School featured wood-framed hip or gable roofs, ranging from simple designs of a low pitch to much heavier, steeper, and elaborate roofs such as those found on McKinstry School (1905) and Crossman School (1911).
At the time the building was constructed, the area surrounding the school was sparsely developed, with unimproved streets and much of the land devoted to agricultural use.  Residents of the area often used the school building as a place to receive mail or fill containers with water.  Over the next few years, however, the neighborhood became fully developed, and two additions to the building were constructed in 1921.  These added nineteen classrooms, a gymnasium, and an
auditorium, at a cost of $360,000.  Additional land was also purchased for the school, for a sum of $66,081.  The Detroit Plan was instituted, organizing the school into platoons, and the assembly room was converted into a library.

Although the school's population was initially almost entirely white, African Americans began to settle in the area within a few years, and became the neighborhood's dominant ethnic group by 1930.
