Summary Paragraph
Stephens School, originally constructed in an Arts and Crafts vein in 1913, is a two story, flat-roofed, U-shaped, symmetrical brick structure that sits on a high, fenestrated basement.  It occupies the northern end of an otherwise residential city block on the near-east side of Detroit.  The building occupies about half of its parcel, with a parking lot to the south. This building was expanded with major additions on the north in 1917 and the south in 1922.  A third story addition was added at a later date to accommodate an open air porch.  It possesses a high degree of historic integrity, although its original windows have been replaced with anodized aluminum ones and the original entrance vestibules have been altered.
________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________
Narrative Description 

Albert L. Stephens School was built as a two-story elementary school in 1913.  It is located on the north end of a residential block north of Gratiot Avenue on Detroit’s east side.  Its parcel is relatively small in size; it has a shallow lawn in front of its Seneca and Lambert Avenue elevations and paved parking and a small play area to its south. Its rear, or Burns Avenue elevation, has a combination of lawn and parking lot.  Its front elevation faces west towards Seneca Avenue; its secondary elevation faces north towards Lambert Avenue.
Stephens School was built of “fireproof construction,” reinforced concrete and brick.  Its third floor, built at a later date to provide open air porches for students with respiratory conditions, had a frame floor and frame roof.  

The earliest, or 1913, part of the front façade of Stephens School features the two, slightly projecting entrance bays at opposite ends. Their three-sided entryways are at the level of the high basement; their doors are replacements. Above the entrance of each is a grouping of three windows lighting the stairwell.  Two stories of three elongated windows divided by narrow columns of curved brick culminate with a horizontally rectangular decorative stone cap that rises into a decorative brick lintel. Extending above the roof line is a stone tablet, bearing the name and date of the school, “ALBERT· L· STEPHENS · SCHOOL · AD · MDCCCCXIII,” with a stone keystone at its apex.  The upward projection of the parapet wall above the roofline is lessened by the later addition of a third story, but the original height relationship can be seen beyond the southern entrance bay, which does not have the added story.
Between the entrance bays of this oldest part of the building are two stories of six bays of regularly spaced, long, paired windows divided vertically into three panes, and, at basement level, shorter windows divided vertically into two panes.  Above the basement level and below the roofline are wide masonry string courses.  The blank, forward facing wall of the north end of the front façade was also built as part of the original building.   
An addition, referred to in the name plaque above the entrance facing Lambert Avenue as “STEPHENS ·SCHOOL · ANNEX ·AD· MDCCCCXVII,” extends the north side of the building eastward along Lambert Avenue.  The entrance bay of this secondary facade projects outward and extends upward in the same fashion as those on the front façade, but features three narrow, vertical groupings of windows.  East of the entrance is the gymnasium and auditorium.   

The corresponding blank corner wall on the south end of the front façade was part of an addition built at this corner in 1917 and extended eastward by a large addition from 1922.

The period of significance for Albert L. Stephens School begins with its construction date of 1913 and ends with 1959, as it continued serving hearing children with special needs beyond the 50-year cutoff.

Albert L. Stephens Elementary School is significant under National Register Criteria A and C as a Detroit Public School building that changed to accommodate special populations of school children – those with deafness and tuberculosis, as well as girls with special needs.  It is also significant under Criterion C as one of a grouping of buildings designed by Malcomson Higginbotham in the mid-1910s in a relatively unadorned style reflective of the Detroit Board of Education’s concerns for fiscal austerity.
________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________
Narrative Statement of Significance (provide at least one paragraph for each area of significance)  
Albert L. Stephens (1857-1926) donated the property for the school to the City of Detroit. Born in Romeo, Michigan in 1857, Stephens joined his father in the lumbering business until 1896, when he concentrated on his business interests in Detroit and elsewhere.  Stephens was a friend and neighbor of Governor Hazen S. Pingree, former mayor of Detroit, and became a member of the Mackinac Island Park Commission, Detroit Water Board, and the Michigan Board for Feeble-minded and Epileptics.

Stephens School opened in September 1913 and, subsequently, two units were added.  The first in 1917 contained an auditorium and gymnasium; the second in 1919 when enrollment reached its peak at approximately 1300 students.  Already by 1930 there were eight vacant rooms because of a declining enrollment.

The second floor of the south wing of the east side unit was then dedicated to a school for deaf students, a center for special needs girls, and an open air unit with a sleeping porch.  In 1935, there were approximately 600 students in regular grades one through seven and kindergarten, fifty-five percent of which were American born of German parents, a reflection on the German population of the surrounding neighborhood.  Sixty-four children occupied the six rooms of the school for the deaf; the special girls’ center held eighty-nine girls and the open air unit had seventy children.  Rooms for open air students were added on the third floor with open air sleeping porches.   The school for the deaf was replaced with the new Detroit School for the Deaf built on the west side in the early 1960s.
Stephens School was one of a group of schools built by Malcomson & Higginbotham to similar Arts and Crafts inspired designs where the patterns in the brickwork and the use of contrasting white bands of stone creates the decorative scheme. These include Burton School (1912) and Lincoln School (1916), which possess similar decorative features such as bricks with rounded edges and stone tablet-like name plates, but their architecture is primarily expressed in their simply and economically treated repetitive windows and unadorned blank walls.  While the school board was concerned with expense, Malcomson & Higginbotham ultimately convinced its members that a pleasant looking school could be commensurate in cost to a plain one.
